TO ESTABLISH A COMMITTEE FOR RESALE OF LAND BOUGHT AT
DELINQUENT TAX SALES SPONSORED BY BENTON COUNTY INTERIM
MAYOR, RANDY SHANNON LEGISLATIVE REVIEW: BUDGET & PROPERTY
COMMITTEE

WHEREAS, Benton County has obtained or acquired land via the judicial processes at tax sales, and

WHEREAS, T.C.A. § 67-5-2507(b)(1), provides a committee of four (4) members
shall be elected by the county legislative body, from the county legislative body, who,
together with the County Mayor, shall place a fair price on each tract of land, for which
price the same shall be sold.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Legislative
Body meeting in session on this day of August 16, 2021; that:

SECTION 1. The members of said committee shall comprise of the current Benton County Property Committee: Keleah Dye, Norman Frazier, Rachelle Hill, Phil Melton, Rocky
Presson.

SECTION 2. Such committee shall be charged with the duties specified in
T.C.A. § 67-5-2507.

Sub-Section 2(b)(5) OF THE 2010 TCA 67-5-2507 stated: If it appears that it is impossible to sell any tract of land for this amount, upon application, the county
legislative body in session may grant permission to offer the land for sale at some amount to be fixed by the county legislative body.

Knowing many of these properties have been on the books for some time and parcels laying in configurations unattractive to a potential buyer, the following is authorized via this
resolution:

1-The County Legislative Body will grant discretion to the sale committee to set the minimum bid price, set date/time/deadlines allotted for sale events and completion of the sales,
and to publicly advertise and promote sale of county held properties (see attached sale list addendum).

2-The County Legislative Body will grant discretion to the sale committee to combine or split parcels, improve lands or cut timber where appropriate to obtain financially adequate
bids, and entertain the services of third party’s if needed to sell and distribute the properties in the best financial interest of the county.

3-The County Legislative Body will grant discretion to the sale committee to withhold properties for potential public or future use per the following 2017 TCA 67-5-2507 (b)(11)
subsection:

The county may, upon a majority vote of its legislative body determining it in the best interests of the county to use the property for a public purpose, decide to
retain ownership and possession of such property.

SECTION 3. This Resolution shall take effect upon passage, the public welfare requiring it.

RESOLUTION OF THE COUNTY COMMISSION FOR BENTON COUNTY, TENNESSEE
IN SUPPORT OF THE EXPANSION, IMPROVEMENT AND WIDENING OF U.S. HIGHWAY 641

WHEREAS, the current U.S. 641 Corridor is a 2-lane highway which originates at, or near, the
Canadian-U.S. border, passes through several states until it reaches the State of Kentucky, crosses U.S.
1-24, enters the State of Tennessee in Henry County, Tennessee, then passes through Henry County,
Tennessee, Benton County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee, ending in Wayne County,
Tennessee, at U.S. Highway 64 approximately 25 miles short of connecting to State Highway 69 South or
U.S. Highway 157 in Lauderdale County, Alabama, and it crosses U.S. I-22 and passes through the State
of Alabama on its way to the Gulf of Mexico;

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, are all economically depressed due to the lack
of improved two and/or four lane highways;

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, are very close to each other in population; and

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, are geographically close in distance, or
connected to, each other; and

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, are demographically very similar in social and
financial economics to each other, and they are historically connected through commerce and trade; and

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, would benefit from expanding U.S. Highway
641 and connecting it to State Highway 69 South or U.S. Highway 157 at the Tennessee and Alabama
state line;

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, would benefit from improving and/or widening
U.S. Highway 641 from the City of Paris, Tennessee, located in Henry County, up to the Tennessee-
Kentucky state-line;

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,

Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, would demographically, economically,
financially and socially benefit from an improved U.S. Highway 641 Corridor which traveled in a northerly

direction to the Kentucky state-line and southerly direction to the Alabama State Line connecting it to
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State Highway 69 South or U.S. Highway 157, and doing the same would provide the all the individuals
and businesses located in such counties, plus individuals and businesses seeking to reach the individuals
and business located in such counties, an improved, straight and wide direct access to the Federal
Interstate System from a northerly and southernly direction.

WHEREAS, the rural counties of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, recognized the benefits to be gained from the
expansion, improvement and widening of U.S. Highway 641 and, therefore, the county governmental
entities of such counties, as well the municipal located therein, are working together, and have formed a
binding, strong and unified coalition to support and pursue the expansion, improvement and widening of
U.S. Highway 641;

WHEREAS, a majority of the citizens of Wayne County, Tennessee, Decatur County, Tennessee,
Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, have expressed a desire to have U.S. Highway

641 expanded, improved and widen, and they recognized the benefits to be derived therefrom;

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of Benton County, Tennessee, as a government body
politic, endeavors to do what is in the manifest best interest of the citizens of Benton County; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of Benton County, Tennessee, have determined it would be in the
manifest best interest of the citizens of Benton County, Tennessee, to have U.S. Highway 641 expanded,
improved and widen, and realize the economic, recreational, transportation and other benefits to be
derived therefrom; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of Benton County, Tennessee, anticipate its duly elected
Representative, Senator and Governor will support the unified endeavor of Wayne County, Tennessee,
Decatur County, Tennessee, Benton County, Tennessee and Henry County, Tennessee, to have U.S.
Highway 641 expanded, improved and widened in the next state budget and legislative session for the
reasons aforesaid.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Commissioners of Benton County, Tennessee, upon
Motion duly made, seconded, and passed by a majority of the Commissioners of the government body of
politic for Benton County, Tennessee, during the regularly scheduled session of said body, as follows:

1. That the legislative body of the Benton County agree it is in the manifest best
of the citizens of Benton County, and Benton County as a whole, to have U.S. Highway 641 expanded to the Tennessee-Alabama state-line and connected to
preferably U.S. Highway 157, or alternatively State Highway 69 South, and improved and/or widened from the Alabama State Line to the Kentucky State Line
extending through multiple counties aforementioned.

2. That the legislative body of the Benton County supports, requests and encourages the
Tennessee State House of Representative and Tennessee State Senate, as a unified General Assembly, acting in conjunction with the Governor of the Great State
of Tennessee, to approve and fund the expansion of U.S. Highway 641 from its current ending point at U.S. Highway 64 to the Tennessee-Alabama state-line,
thus connecting it, preferably, to U.S. Highway 157, or alternatively to State Highway 69 South, and further approving and funding the improvement and
widening of U.S. Highway 641 from Wayne County, Tennessee, through Henry County, Tennessee, and all counties in between, as being in the manifest best
interest of its citizens.

3. That the Mayor for Benton County, shall be, and is, hereby

authorized to execute this Resolution for, and on behalf of, the Benton County Commission; that the County Court Clerk is authorized and directed to attest his signature, if
necessary, and to forward a certified copy of the same to all appropriate parties.
